Barn and Safety Rules
) (
No running in the barn area.  Sudden movements frighten horses.
Always listen for directions from your instructor and be alert at all times when working around horses.  Horses get scared easily and move quickly.  Be sure you are ready.
Wear appropriate clo
thing when riding and working around horses.  This includes:  long pants, boots with a heel and a riding helmet.
Never stand or approach a horse from directly in front or behind.  These are the horse’s two “blind spots”.
Never wrap or hook anything attache
d to the horse around your hand.  If a horse spooks or tries to run away, you do not want to be dragged along with him.
Always look to see what is going on in the barn before you open the door to enter.  Ask permission if you are a visitor to the farm.

 before you touch any horse that doesn’t belong to you.
